	Scholarship opportunities for current and future leaders



	The Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID) invites applications for Australia Development Scholarships (ADS) and (the supplementary) Australian Leadership Awards (ALA). 

The goals of Australia's Development Awards are to develop capacity and leadership skills so that individuals can contribute to development in their country or region and to build people-to-people links at the individual, institutional and country levels. To achieve these goals AusAID requires scholars to return home for two years after they have completed their studies and expects that they will participate in Australia Awards alumni activities. 

Australian Development Scholarships (ADS)

Up to 38 ADS awards will be made in this 2012 round of applications to individuals to undertake Master's degree studies at Australian universities, commencing in either January or July 2014 (or in 2013 where no additional English Language Training is considered necessary). ADS awards are available in two targeted categories: 
· Category 1: 21 scholarships are for applicants from target Government of Mongolia ministries and their associated agencies. For a full list of these selected agencies please refer to the MASP website (www.masp.mn).
· Category 2: 17 scholarships are restricted to targeted fields of study but are open to applicants from the non-targeted public sector, universities, private sectors, as well as non-government organisations. For a list of selected fields of study please refer to the MASP website (www.masp.mn).

Australian Leadership Awards (ALA)
In addition to the 38 Australian Development Scholarship (ADS) awards, successful ADS applicants who demonstrate the most potential to impact development in Mongolia can also be considered for a supplementary Australian Leadership Award (ALA). In previous rounds an average of eight (8) Australian Leadership Awards have been awarded each year.

Eligibility

There are a number of broad mandatory requirements for applicants, which apply to all AusAID Development Awards in all participating countries. These requirements are detailed in the ADS Handbook, available at: http://www.ausaid.gov.au/scholar/publications.cfm. There are also specific requirements which apply to Mongolian applicants (as there are for other countries). These specific requirements are provided on the MASP website, at www.masp.mn.
