MONGOLIA-AUSTRALIA SCHOLARSHIPS PROGRAM (MASP)

2014 AUSTRALIAN DEVELOPMENT SCHOLARSHIPS (ADS) 
2013 AUSTRALIAN LEADERSHIP AWARDS (ALA)
The Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID) is pleased to invite applications for Development Awards for study at Masters level in Australia. AusAID’s Development Awards include the Australian Development Scholarships (ADS) and the supplementary Australian Leadership Awards (ALA). 

The overarching goals of Australia's Development Awards are: to develop capacity and leadership skills so that individuals can contribute to development in their country or region and to build people-to-people links at the individual, institutional and country levels. To achieve these goals AusAID requires scholars to return home for two years after they have completed their studies and expects that they will participate in Australia Awards alumni activities. Development Awards are a bilateral development cooperation activity between Australia and Mongolia. The program aims to meet human resource development needs in Mongolia and to contribute to its long-term development. 
Australian Development Scholarship (ADS) applicants who demonstrate the most potential to impact development in Mongolia may also be considered for a supplementary Australian Leadership Award (ALA). 
Up to 38 ADS awards will be made in this round of applications for individuals to undertake Master's degree studies at Australian universities, commencing in either January or July 2014 (or in 2013 where no additional English Language Training is considered necessary). In addition to the 38 Australian Development Scholarship (ADS) awards, a number of Australian Leadership Awards (ALA) will be awarded to potential leaders - at the Master’s level, commencing in January 2013. (In previous rounds an average of eight (8) ALA Scholarships has been awarded each year).
ADS awards are available under two targeted categories: 
· Category 1 scholarships are for applicants from target Government of Mongolia ministries and their associated agencies. Interested individuals must apply through their ministry.
· Category 2 scholarships are restricted to targeted fields of study but are open to applicants from the public and private sectors, as well as non-government organisations. Interested individuals must apply online at: https://oasis.ausaid.gov.au/ 
To ensure equity and broad participation, AusAID encourages women and men, people with disability, ethnic minorities, people living in rural areas and members of socio-economically disadvantaged groups to apply.

Category 1: Targeted institutions  
Twenty-one (21) scholarships are available under Category 1 for core staff and staff of the associated agencies of the: Cabinet Secretariat of the Government of Mongolia, Civil Service Council, Ministry of Defense, Ministry of Education, Culture and Science, Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Light Industry, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade, Ministry of Mineral Resources and Energy, Ministry of Health, Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs, Ministry of Nature, Environment and Tourism, Ministry of Roads, Transportation, Construction and Urban Development, Ministry of Social Welfare and Labour, the offices of the President, Prime Minister, Deputy Prime Minister, Parliament and Supreme Court.     


Category 1 scholarships will be awarded following capacity building needs assessment identified in each Ministry’s human resource development planning process.
Category 2: Targeted fields of study 
Seventeen (17) scholarships are available under Category 2, on a competitive basis, for Masters’ programs in the following target fields of study: Mining/Mining Engineering, Construction Engineering, Energy and Natural Resources Law, Resource Economics, Renewable Energy, Coal Technology, Nanotechnology, Biotechnology, Environmental Studies relating to Resource Development, Agricultural Economics and/or Marketing, Infectious Plant Diseases, Pasture Management, Actuarial Studies, Non-Bank Financial Regulation, Epidemiology and Public Health, Reproductive Health, Gender and Women’s Development Studies, Human Rights, Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages and Studies on Disability. 
Eligibility criteria  
To be eligible, you must:

· be a Mongolian citizen and resident;

· not hold, or have held, an Australian government-funded scholarship in the preceding 12 months, at the time of your application; 

· be a full-time employee with your current employer for at least a continuous two-year period, at the time of your application;
· hold a Bachelor degree (or equivalent) qualification from an academic institution recognised by Australian universities, with a GPA of 3.0 and above;

· be willing to undertake a medical examination and meet Australian visa requirements;

· have the approval of your employer; 

· be willing to return to work for your  respective employer for a period of not less than two years, following the completion of studies; 

· have a level of English equivalent to IELTS level of 5.0 or above; and

· have a Police Clearance. 
English language training in Mongolia will be available to selected, successful ADS applicants, to assist them to meet the entry requirements of Australian universities of a minimum IELTS score overall of 6.5, with no band score below 6.0. However, to be eligible for the supplementary Australian Leadership Award (ALA), you must have an IELTS of 6.5 or higher at the time of your application.

In addition to applying on-line, all ADS applicants must submit four (4) hard (printed) copies of their application in the Mongolian Language to the above-mentioned authorities, respectively. For those ADS applicants who wish to be considered for an ALA they need to select the ALA box at question 15.5 of the on-line application form and then complete the Leadership Capacity forms which are available from the MASP office.

Note however, that those applicants (for Category 2) who do not have internet access, must submit hard (printed) copies of their application one week before the above internet deadline; that is by 5.00pm, Monday 23 April 2012.  

Australian Leadership Awards – Extra information as required
Australian Leadership Awards (ALA) are also provided by the Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID) with the aim of developing leadership and linkages within the Asia-Pacific region. ALA Scholarships target those whose chosen field of study equips them to play a significant role in addressing, researching or combating development challenges in their country or region.

These supplementary awards are offered to a limited number of successful ADS applicants who are also high achievers from their region - to add to the value and prestige of their ADS postgraduate studies in Australia, through a special Leadership Development Program. To be successful in gaining the extra benefits of an Australian Leadership Award, your ADS study program must relate to AusAID’s priority areas.

The comprehensive Leadership Development Program (LDP) comprises a three-day conference in Canberra, as well as regional workshops, leadership coaching and practice opportunities. The LDP aims to help scholars explore and harness their full leadership potential and enhance their understanding of development challenges at national, regional and global levels. The LDP also provides important networking and collaborative opportunities for participants.

To apply for an Australian Leadership Award, you must:

(a)
first, be successful in gaining an ADS;

(b)
have an IELTS of 6.5 or higher at the time of your application;

(b)
complete Question 5 of Section 15 of the ADS application form; and

(c)
(for Mongolian ADS applicants) prepare and submit a statement which describes how you can add value to your ADS study program, and more broadly to leadership development in the region, by being granted (supplementary to your ADS) an Australian Leadership Award .
